Scales: One major & one minor scale to reflect personal level of playing

Metro players will be given sight-reading at the audition (NB. Country applicants will not be disadvantaged for
the inability to complete the sight-reading component)

All applicants are notified the outcome of their audition by May 25.

MUSIC CAMP FEES

A $30 audition fee per instrument is payable upon application by cheque or direct bank transfer.

Camp fees cover specialised tuition for the week at camp and are payable upon acceptance. Please note students

provide their own morning tea & lunch during camp.
